PRESIDENTõS LETTER

     The OSBVME is very appreciative of all the 
suggestions and comments that veterinary 
practitioners have been giving us lately! The 
attendance at the OVMA Convention with the Food 

Animal Practitioners was great with a lot of 
suggestions and some directions that we are currently 
pursuing. Please remember that the Board is best able 
to respond when concerns and frustrations are pointed 
out. We have been requested to present at various 
local associations around the state for a more intimate 

discussion of latest updates. We are glad to assist with 
any local groups as the 5 veterinarians on the Board 
come from the 5 different reg ions of the state and are 
close by to assist or give any presentation your group 
may request. 
     Two major areas of change are;  a) The renewal 

this year will be a little different because of House Bill 
1804.  It requires that ANY licensee and registrant  
with EACH AND EVERY AGENCY in the State of 
Oklahoma MUST show proof of US citizenship. It 
should be very easy as the OSBVME Staff has sent an 

email to EVERYONE that has supplied the office with 
an email contact address. This is a perfect example of 
the effort to get information out to all of our DVMs, 
RVTs, and CAETs as quickly as possible and respond 
to any questions for those needing help to comply! We 
are just one of ALL THE STATE AGENCIES & BOARDS 

complying. I would like to stress that this is a one ti me 
need to submit a signed and notarized Affidavit for 
renewal. Please refer to the email Ms. Kelly Rahill sent 
out on March 20th. You will also receive this in the 
mail the first week in May with your renewal form or 
you can download it and send in prior to renewing 

online which is available for the first time ever 
beginning in May 2008!  
b) PRESCRIPTON MONITORING PROGRAM (OBNDD). 
The Oklahoma Anti-Drug Diversion Act was passed on 
July 1, 2006.  The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and 

Dangerous Drugs has had to get more stringent due to 
the drug use and trafficking of CDS. First it was 
Ketaset years ago because of the "Special K" use on 
the streets. Then Sudafed had to be signed for every 
time you went to the pharmacy because of the abuse 
of a few in the use o f methamphetamines or meth 

labs. Well, about two years ago they wanted all 
medical professions with an OBN license to submit a 
record of any DISPENSED Controlled Narcotics. The 

OSBVME did not feel that an easy way to comply with 
their request was in place. The Board asked for a 
delay until the concerns had been better addressed so 
the Veterinary Profession could more easily comply.  
THIS DOES NOT INCLUDE IN-OFFICE USE WHICH 

YOU ALREADY LOG FOR NOR DOES IT INCLUDE ANY 
SCRIPTED CDS. It is up to the pharmacies to log that 
data to OBN. 
     On June 1st, anyone dispensing Schedule II, III, 
IV, and V controlled substances will need to report 

online once every 30 days any activity to the OBNDD 
for the last month. Staff will be continuing to update 
every veterinarian on the new efforts and how to most 
easily comply with the requirements. Failure to comply 
to the OBNDD request could result in a misdemeanor 
with up to one year in the county jail and/or a fine of 

not more than $1,000 dollars. AGAIN, PLEASE CALL 
THE OSBVME OFFICE (405) 524-9006 IF YOU HAVE 
ANY QUESTIONS OR GO TO OBNôS WEBSITE AT 
ok.gov/obndd and click on ñPrescription Monitoring 
Programò to answer any questions about the above 
information.  

     We are pursuing a bill to enhance Registered 
Veterinary Technician (RVT) duties to allow them to 
vaccinate and perform dental scaling and polishing. 
The bill is before the Legislature and Governor this 
session and if passed, will be effective July 1st. With 
the expanding duties of RVTs, it is very important for 

DVMs to verify an RVT's credentials just as you would 
with a new associate or relief veterinarian.  
     We are keeping a watchful eye on various changes 
and concerns across the country such as the Equine 
Dental Technician efforts in Minnesota and Texas. 

Other issues involving local municipalities such as 
North Hollywood banning feline declaws or trying to 
have medical issues mandated by lay people on city 
councils are also monitored. It is very important that 
quality veterinary medicine be practiced freely by 
those who are qualified to do those procedures and 

surgeries! I would like to congratulate the Oklahoma  

Licensed Veterinarians as we are one of the lowest 
states in the US for problems and complaints (only 90 
in 2005 and 105 in 2006). Many of these complaints 
were resolved with no action or simply letters of 
concern. This just means that most everyone is doing 

a good job and seems to be doing it right! Just 
remember that communication is so important in client 
understanding and appreciation of what is happening 
and what, if any, the limitations might be with their 
animal.

CE AWARDS PROGRAM

     Several weeks ago I was visiting a very good friend 
in New Jersey. I noticed on the wall of exam room, 

several certificates commending him for obtaining over 

100 hours of CE. I was very impressed, not only because 

he had achieved so many hours, but also because the 

New Jersey Board of Examiners recognized the 

achievement with a very n ice embossed certificate. 
     A few weeks ago, I asked your Board of Examiners 

to consider a similar certificate of achievement. I feel we 

all tend to just get the minimum hours for our license 

renewal, without putting forth some extra effort to 

maximize our CE hours. I believe all veterinarians should 

pursue quality CE on a regular, systematic basis 

throughout their careers.  
     The certificates will be awarded based on the 

number of CE hours shown on your license renewal 

application. Remember to record all of your hours, not 

just the minimum. To receive your certificate, you will 

need to submit a minimum of 50 CE hours (25 CE hours 

for Registered Technicians). At the present time, only 

contact or "meeting" hours will be recognized. Hopefully, 
this awards program can be fine-tuned, whereby 

different levels of achievement can be recognized, and 

other non-supervised CE can be included. If you have 

any questions, please contact the board office.

     Oklahoma Veterinarians are the tip of the spear in 

the surveillance for Emerging, Zoonotic and Foreign 

Animal Disease for the state of Oklahoma.  We as 

Veterinarians have a role and responsibility to protect 

our communities and Animal Agriculture.  Being able to 

reasonably recognize potential Emerging, Zoonotic and 

Foreign Animal Disease in a clinical situation that should 
initiate a call to the Office of the State Veterinarian or 

the Federal Area Veterinarian in Charge (AVIC) is part of 

that essential role.  Having contact information for these 

agencies and making that call is also our responsibility.  

Call (405)-ALL-STAR [255-7827] to make a report.  

     If you are a Federally Accredited Veterinarian you 

have signed a document in which you agree to 
ñéimmediately report to the Veterinarian-In-Charge and 

the State Animal Health Official (the State Veterinarian in 

Oklahoma) all diagnosis or suspected cases of a 

communicable animal disease for which APHIS has a 

control or eradication program in 9 CFR, chapter 1, and 

all diagnosed or suspected cases of any animal disease 
not known to exist in the United States as provided by 

Sect. 71.3(6) in this chapter.ò (Excerpt from CFR Title 9. 

Vol. 1, ch 1, part 161)  

     The Oklahoma Board of Veterinary Medical 

Examiners will approve Veterinary Continuing Education 

Credits for review of Foreign Animal Disease and 

Zoonotic Disease materials to facilitate our ability to 
perform this critical role for our clien ts and our state.

Verifying Lawful Presence In The USò with your 
renewal to stay compliant with the new immigration 

laws. 

Ç RENEWAL MUST BE MAILED ON OR BEFORE 

JUNE 30, 2008.

Violation: (Voluntary Submission to Jurisdiction and 

Agreed Order) Ordering and diverting drugs for personal 

use, self medicating, and habitual use of CDS. 
Board Order: Suspended from the practice of veterinary 

medicine from 9/10/07 to 01/13/08; Placed on probation 

for a period of 10 years; will actively receive treatment 

from a physician or counselor; will actively participate in 

an aftercare program 2-3 times per week; Will request 

modification of OBNDD and DEA registrations to allow 

Beuthansaia-D and Euthasol; shall not work more than 
40 hours per week the first year of probation; will 

abstain from consuming any legal or illegal drugs, 

including controlled dangerous substances unless 

authorized by a recognized treating physician, including 

alcohol; pay costs of $500 and a fine of $5,000.
