Applicant must: 
 Be of good moral character and at least 21 years old. 

 Sign the Applicant Affirmation on page 2 of the application.  All natural persons applying for a license from the Oklahoma 

State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners (ñBoardò) are required, by the provisions of 56 O.S. Supp 2007 § 71, to 

provide the Board with verification of lawful presence in the United Sates by executing the Affidavit below before a notary 

public or other officer authorized to notarize affidavits under State law.  The Boardôs licensing office is staffed with notaries 

who are available to provide notary service at no cost to Applicants. 

 Not have been convicted of, or entered a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to, a felony or misdemeanor involving cruelty to 

animals, moral turpitude or relating to any controlled dangerous substance (CDS) as defined by the Uniform Controlled 

Dangerous Substance Act, in this or any other jurisdiction. 

 Be employed by a law enforcement agency, animal control agency, or animal shelter. 

 Have completed training approved by the Board. 

 Pass the written exam with a score of 70% or above and pass the practical exam with a score of 100% taken within 12 

months after passing the written exam. 
 

All applicants must submit: 
 The completed ñEuthanasia Technician Applicationò form and must contain all necessary information to account for all time 

spent in education and work history since graduation from High School to the present.  Any ñYesò answer in the yes/no 
question portion of the application MUST be explained by a sworn affidavit and must be notarized. The application MUST 

show the notary seal impressed partially on the photograph and partially on the application to insure that the photo on the 

application is the same photo notarized.  The photo must be firmly affixed to the application and must not exceed the space 

provided, nor obscure other information on the application. 

 A copy of their High School diploma OR equivalent OR three (3) letters of recommendation on the enclosed forms.  The 

copy of diploma or equivalent must be notarized with the statement ñI have seen the original and this is an exact duplicate of 

the sameò. 

 A copy of a ñNCICò criminal background check done within the last year (Note: Our agency has a law enforcement division 

and can receive this report).  If you are not a law enforcement agency, you will need to obtain two fingerprint cards from 

your local Sheriffôs office with scanning capabilities.  Have them place the OSBVME Law Enforcement Divisionôs 

ORI#OK055025Y on each card.  You will need to include a cashierôs check or money order for $41.00 made payable to 

Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation (OSBI).  We will forward the cards and fee to OSBI.  If the Sheriffôs office does 

not have scanning capabilites, you will need to call our office and have fingerprint cards sent to you to take to the Sheriffôs 

office. 

 The ñVerification of Employmentò form with a notarized signature by an agent of that agency or shelter and submitted to the 

Board within five (5) business days of that signature. Each place of employment must be pre-registered and approved with 

the Board. 

 The fee of $200.00 should be made to Oklahoma State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners.  This can be in the form of 

a check, money order, or cashierôs check. ALL BOARD FEES ARE NON -REFUNDABLE.  

 The ñVerification of Certificationò form for each current or previously issued CAET certificate(s) if applicable.  
 

Miscellaneous Application Information 
 All documents must be complete and accurate to the best of your knowledge.  For those items which do not apply to you, 

mark N/A (not applicable) in the space provided. 

 All forms must have original signatures.  Stamped or initialed signatures are NOT acceptable. 

 All documents, certificates, diplomas, etc MUST be in the English language or an additional translation into the English 

language by a translator or translation service acceptable to the Board must accompany the document. 

 All applications are submitted to the Board for approval prior to examination.  The Board meetings are open to the public.  

You may appear in person before the Board in support of your application, have an attorney or representative appear for you 

or allow the Board to make the final determination of qualification by reviewing your written application and scores 

received on the examinations.  If you wish to appear in person, have an attorney or other representative appear before the 

 

 

Please call the Board office for dates. 
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Board, notify the office staff at least ten (10) days prior to the meeting to permit scheduling.  Contact the Board office for 

the exact date and time of the scheduled meetings. 

 The Board may contact other sources for verification of information contained in your application. 

 Even though your application is complete and all requirements are satisfied, there is no guarantee that the Board will 

approve your application for certification.  The Board may find exceptions or make discoveries which will cause them not to 

approve an application for certification.  In such event, the Board will clearly state the basis upon which such exceptions 

have been made and you will be notified by mail.  The Board may, at its discretion, require further proof of competency.  

You will be notified if this applies to you. 

 Applicants will receive only one notification if there are deficiencies in the application, if further information is needed, or if 
there is a negative Board decision.  After the first notification, it is the applicantôs responsibility to contact the Board office 

as to the status of his or her application.  

 Performing animal euthanasia by administering a CDS or any other drug approved for euthanasia by the Board or the 

Animal Industries Services Division of the State Department of Agriculture is unlawful unless the individual administering 

the drug is a licensed veterinarian, an AET whose certificate is active and in good standing, or the individual is working 

under the direct supervision of a licensed veterinarian. 
 

INFORMATION FOR AFTER THE EXAM/CERTIFICATION  

Once certified 
 You can register with the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics & Dangerous Drugs (OBN) at (405) 521-2885. 

 You can register with the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) at (405) 475-7500. 

 You must send a copy of each certificate to the Board office within five (5) business days of receipt of the original 

OBN/DEA certificate(s) and renewal of each certificate.   

 You must maintain proper drug storage, records and weekly inventories in compliance with the Oklahoma Veterinary 

Practice Act (775:10-8).   
 

Renewal Information 
 CAET certifications are renewed annually by June 30th.  The fee for renewing this certificate is $40.00. 

 There is an annual requirement of six (6) hours of continuing education relating to animal euthanasia, the care and custody of 

animals in preparation for adoption and/or shelter management.  One hour of credit for each hour of attendance at veterinary 

college and extension seminars; attendance at national, regional, state or local approved scientific meetings; auto-tutorial 

tapes (max 2 hours); two hours of reviewing state and federal CDS laws and rules and regulations and/or the Oklahoma 

Veterinary Practice Act. 

 Failure to renew before June 30th will be considered suspended for failure to renew and subject to several requirements (refer 

to information listed below). 
  

If you become unemployed or do not renew before June 30th  each year: 
 Notify the Board office by phone, fax or e-mail on the day of termination.    

 Within three (3) business days of termination or non-renewal either: 

A. Surrender all CDS to OSBI for destruction and submit to the Board a date/time stamped OSBI CF-2 Destruction Form 

OR 
B. Obtain authorization from OBN and transfer all CDS to another registrant who is either a certified CAET or a licensed 

veterinarian and provide the Board with written entries in CDS log book substantiating such transfer. 

Á Provide written documentation to the Board that your OBNDD and DEA certificates, and all unexecuted Scheduled drug 

order forms (DEA Form 222) for all registered locations have been voluntarily surrendered. 

Á Provide the Board a copy of the previous two years of CDS administration records for all registered locations. 

 Physically surrender your Oklahoma CAET Certificate to the Board office.
